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Students should complete 128 credits, including General Liberal courses, 30 credits for University
required courses, 5 credits for College Core Courses, 43 credits for Department Core Courses, 22
credits for Professional Core Courses , and another department Special Concentration or Cross-
disciplinary Concentration or Second Specialty Courses, to get graduated. Students can take some other
elective courses (excluding school required courses, and Sports V and V1) to make up the insufficiency
of graduation credits.
